As you know, Fort Morur>outh has. been implementing a stream bank stabilization 
project since June of this year. Most of the stabilization work involves stream banks that 
are also landfill banks. As such, the NJDEP Division of Solid and Hazardous Waste 
(DSHW) has determined that the stabilization work occurring on landfill banks requires 
a Major Disruption Approval from DSHW. 

Therefore, Fort Monmouth should apply for a Major Disruption Approval as soon as 
possible. Detailed guidance on applying for a Major Disruption Approval can be found 
in Section 9 of the "Technical Manual for Sanitary Landfill Permits and Approvals" 
which can be found online at http:llwww.nj.gov/dep/dshw/hwtf/permits/sanlanpa.pdf. 
For easy reference, I have. attached to this letter the "Checklist for. a Sanitary Landfill 
Disruption Application" from the Technical Manual.
