114.1 GENERAL

Building 114 was surveyed by WESTON technicians on 22 December
1989 through 27 December 1989. '

The first three portions of this facility report summarize the
results of this inspection. Photographs of some sample locations
are provided in Section 114.4.

Polarized Light Microscopy (PLM) with dispersion staining was
used to analyze 37 samples of suspect material collected from the
building. Of these samples, 25 were found to be asbestos-con-
taining materials (ACM). Table 114.1 1lists the analytical
results for the bulk samples.

114.2 ACM AND EXPOSURE ASSESSMENT

The location, description, and analytical results for each bulk
sample from Building 114 are presented in Table 114.1. An
area-by-area inventory of ACM is provided in Table 114.2 and
114.3 "Other Asbestos-Containing Materials," 'listed in Table
114.3, are materials which do not match the standard caption
categories 1listed in Table 114.2. A prioritized 1listing of
exposure assessments is presented in Table 114.4. An itemized
area—by-area cost estimate for removal and replacement is provid-
ed in Table 114.5. The method by which removal/replacement costs
are calculated is described in the ISSUES COMMON. TO ALIL BUILDINGS
Section of this report. Building floor plans (see attachment)
indicate sample locations and building area names as they are
listed in Tables 114.2 and 114.5.

114.3 RECOMMENDATIONS/CONCLUSIONS
WESTON recommends:

o ACM should be labeled under an O&M Program.

282.1 GENERAL

Building 282 was surveyed by WESTON technicians on 17 January
1990. '

The first three portions of this facility report summarize the
results of this inspection. Photograph of one sample location is
provided in Section 282.4.

Polarized Light Microscopy (PLM) with dispersion staining was
used to analyze 26 samples of suspect material collected from the
building. Of these samples, 16 were found to be asbestos-con-
taining materials (ACM). Table 282.1 1lists the analytical
results for the bulk samples. ‘

282.2 ACM AND EXPOSURE ASSESSMENT

The location, description, and analytical results for each bulk
sample from Building 2000 are presented in Table 282.1. An
area~by-area inventory of ACM is provided in Table 282.2 and
282.3 "Other Asbestos-Containing Materials," 1listed in Table
282.3, are materials which do not match the standard caption
categories 1listed in Table 282.2. A prioritized 1listing of
exposure assessments is presented in Table 282.4. An itemized
area-by-area cost estimate for removal and replacement is provid-
ed in Table 282.5. The method by which removal/replacement costs
are calculated is described in the ISSUES COMMON TO ALL BUILDINGS
Section of this report. Building floor plans (see attachment)
indicate sample locations and building area names as they are
listed in Tables 282.2 and 282.5.

283.1. GENERAL

Building 283 was surveyed by WESTON technicians on 2 December
1989 through 20 December 1989.

The first three portions of this facility report summarize the
results of this inspection. Photographs of some sample locations
are provided in Section 283.4. '

Polarized Light Microscopy (PLM) with dispersion staining was
used to analyze 205 samples of suspect material collected from
the building. Of these samples, 145 were found to be asbestos-
containing materials (ACM). Table 283.1 1lists the analytical
results for the bulk samples.

283.2 ACM AND EXPOSURE ASSESSMENT

The location, description, and analytical results for each bulk
sample from Building 283 are presented in Table 283.1. An
area-by-area inventory of ACM is provided in Table 283.2 and
283.3 "Other Asbestos-Containing Materials," 1listed in Table
283.3, are materials which do not match the standard caption
categories 1listed in Table 283.2. A prioritized 1listing of
exposure assessments is presented in Table 283.4. An itemized
area-by-area cost estimate for removal and replacement is provid-
ed in Table 283.5. The method by which removal/replacement costs
are calculated is described in the ISSUES COMMON TO ALL BUILDINGS
Section of this report. Building floor plans (see attachment)
indicate sample 1locations and building area names as they are
listed in Tables 283.2 and 283.5.

286.1 GENERAL

Building 286 was surveyed by WESTON technicians on 19 December
1989 through 21 December 1989.

The first three portions of this facility report summarize the
results of this inspection.

Polarized Light Microscopy (PLM) with dispersion staining was
used to analyze 29 samples of suspect material collected from the
building. Of these samples, eight were found to be asbestos-
containing materials (ACM). Table 286.1 lists the analytical
results for the bulk samples. .

286.2 ACM AND EXPOSURE ASSESSMENT

The location, description, and analytical results for each bulk
sample from Building 286 are presented in Table 286.1. An
area-by-area inventory of ACM is provided in Table 286.2 and
286.3 "Other Asbestos-Containing Materials," 1listed in Table
286.3, are materials which do not match the standard caption
categories 1listed in Table 286.2. A prioritized 1listing of
exposure assessments is presented in Table 286.4. An itemized
area-by-area cost estimate for removal and replacement is provid-
ed in Table 286.5. The method by which removal/replacement costs
are calculated is described in the ISSUES COMMON TO ALL BUILDINGS
Section of this report. Building floor plans (see attachment)
indicate sample locations and building area names as they are
listed in Tables 286.2 and 286.5.

286.3 RECOMMENDATIONS/CONCLUSIONS
WESTON recommends:

o The Boiler Room qualifies for an Army Asbestos Deficiency
Abatement Project (AADAP).

o The ACM in the Boiler Room be labeled as the first step in

an O&M Program until the AADAP is completed.

PRODUCT ASSBURANCE & TESTING

292.1 GENERAL

Building 292 was surveyed by WESTON technicians on 13 November
through 17 November 1989.

The first three portions of this facility report summarize the
results of this inspection. Photographs of some sample locations
are provided in Section 292.4.

Polarized Light Microscopy (PLM) with dispersion staining was
used to analyze 112 samples of suspect material collected from
the building. Of these samples, 68 were found to be asbestos-
containing materials (ACM). Table 292.1 1lists the analytical
results for the bulk samples.

292.2 ACM AND EXPOSURE ASSESSMENT

The location, description, and analytical results for each bulk
sample from Building 292 are presented in Table 292.1. An
area-by-area inventory of ACM is provided in Table 292.2 and
292.3. A prioritized listing of exposure assessments is present-
ed in Table 292.4. An itemized area-by-area cost estimate for
removal and replacement is provided in Table 292.5. The method
by which removal/replacement costs are calculated is described in
the ISSUES COMMON TO ALL BUILDINGS Section of this report.
Building floor plans (see attachment) indicate sample locations
and building area names as they are listed in Tables 292.2 and
292.5.

292.3 RECOMMENDATIONS/CONCLUSIONS
WESTON recommends:

o Room 104 (Air Handling Equipment Room) and Boiler Room
qualify for an Army Asbestos Deficiency Abatement Project.

o) Stop activities with supplies and boxes which contact the
piping in warehouse areas.

o) Clean all debris from Room 104 by using High Efficiency
Particulate Absolute (HEPA) equipped filtered vacuum and wet
wipe techniques.

o Place warning signs on ACM in Room 104.
